Directions to Pottery Road

131 is on the corner of Warley Hall Road and Pottery Road. The sign on the building says People First at Birmingham Counselling Centre. 127 is a couple of doors down the road, and it says Pottery House on the front. Directions follow below. 
CLIENTS' ENTRANCE: As you look at 131 you will see a green side entrance to the right with a small BCC sign above. Just inside this door you will see an intercom buzzer on the wall on the left. Press the buzzer and your counsellor will reply and use the intercom to open the door down the passageway on the left for you. At 127 simply come in through the front door, and go straight on into the waiting room where your counsellor will meet you. 
TRAINING ENTRANCE: As you look at 131 you will see a side gate entrance to the left. Go through the gate and entrance is through the side door. 
HOW TO GET TO BCC BY CAR 
From West - Leave M5 at Junction 3 and follow signs for Birmingham along the A456 - Hagley Road. At the junction with the Wolverhampton Road (the Albright & Wilson building will be on your left) turn left onto the A4123. Filter over into the right hand lane and take the first turn-off to the right into Castle Road East. At the T-junction turn left into Harborne Road. Follow the road and take the third left turn into Pottery Road. BCC is 50 metres down the hill on the left. 
From North / East - M6 / M5: Leave M5 at Junction 2 and follow signs for the A4123 (Wolverhampton Road ) towards Birmingham. Carry straight on through all traffic lights until you see a small sign for Warley Baptist Church on your left. Turn left here at Castle Road East (the last left turn before the main junction with the A456, the Hagley Road). At the T-junction turn left into Harborne Road. Take the third left turn into Pottery Road and BCC is 50 metres down the hill on the left. 
From City Centre: Come out along the Hagley Road. At the junction of Lordswood Road and the Hagley Road (the Kings Head pub will be on your left) carry straight on, filtering into the right-hand lane. Take the first turn-off to the right, by The Dog pub, into Galton Road. At the first junction turn left into Lightwoods Hill. Continue up the hill towards the water tower and at the top follow Harborne Road round to your right, keeping the golf course on your right. Take the third left turn after the tower into Pottery Road. BCC is 50 metres down the hill on the left. 
PARKING: There is off-road parking for two cars immediately to the side of the Centre building or there are usually spaces on surrounding roads. Please park, if possible, on the Centre side of the road and keep the area in front of the houses immediately opposite as a last resort for parking. Please try to avoid parking along Warley Hall Road. 
How to get to BCC by bus

· 127 or 128 - from Corporation Street, or Great Charles Street. The bus goes up Sandon Road through Bearwood, up Abbey Road past the Warley Woods. Ask for the first stop past the Pheasant pub. As you get off the bus, turn to your left and you will see a road leading up a hill towards Warley Woods. BCC is 40 metres up the hill on the right. 
· 127/128 from Blackheath via Brandhall, ask for the first stop after the Pheasant Pub, cross the road, head up the hill and BCC is on your right. 
Other Useful Buses 
· 448/448a - from Queen Elizabeth Hospital / Birmingham University. Stops on Harborne Road. 
· 447 from Bearwood bus station, also stops on Harborne Road. 
· 125/6 - to/from Wolverhampton via Dudley and Colmore Row in Birmingham. Stops on the Wolverhampton Road. 
· Any bus coming along the Hagley Road, e.g. 9. 
· 11- from Selly Oak. Stops at the top of Lordswood Road and Bearwood Road, change for the 127 or 128.. 
· 11 - from Handsworth. Stops in Sandon Road, Bearwood, change for the 127 or 128.
